BACKGROUND: 
In the spring of 2024, the applicant applied for rezoning and a lot line adjustment of the property. The property has 
been designated as Urban Reserve and the passing of this bylaw will redesignate the property to Light Industrial.  
Bylaw 2024-10 received first reading on June 12, 2024. The public hearing was held on July 10, 2024, after being 
advertised for the required two weeks. No concerns or negative comments were received from any of the referral 
parties. The Municipal Planning Commission approved the lot line adjustment at their July 16th meeting. All conditions 
of subdivision have since been met, allowing for the final reading of the rezoning bylaw and the registration of the 
subdivision. 
 
ALTERNATIVE OPTIONS: 

1. Council can give third reading of Bylaw 2024-10. 
2. Council could defeat Bylaw 2024-10. This is not recommended by Administration. 

 
BENEFIT/RISKS: 
Proceeding with third reading enables the subdivision to be endorsed and registered with land titles. All other 
conditions of subdivision has been completed.  
 
STRATEGIC ALIGNMENT: 
 
Land Use Bylaw 2021-17 requires that Light Industrial District parcels be a minimum of 500 m2 and with the lot line 
adjustment, the new parcel is 8.2 acres, which is well over the required minimum. Redistricting is good governance 
and key to the sustainable growth and development of this area.   
 
FINANCIAL IMPLICATION: 
Standard costs to process a change in land use application (Planning & Development staff time, advertising).   
 
OTHER CONSIDERATIONS: 
Section 692 of the Municipal Government Act (MGA) requires a municipality to hold a public hearing with respect to 
amending a statutory plan or land use bylaw in accordance with section 230 after giving notice of it in accordance 
with section 606. The public hearing was held according to the Act.

172 2452, Block 2, Lot 1 changes from Urban Reserve (UR) to Light Industrial (LI) District, as shown on 
Schedule “A” which is attached hereto and forms part of this Bylaw. 
 

2. Bylaw 2021-17 Land Use Bylaw is hereby amended. 
 

3. Bylaw 2024-10 AMENDMENT #16 forms part of Bylaw 2021-17 Land Use Bylaw. 
 

4. This Bylaw 2024105 AMENDMENT #16 becomes effective upon the date of the final passing thereof.

BACKGROUND: 
At the Special Meeting of Council held on July 18, 2025, Administration advised Council that the deadline to pass a 
bylaw designating voting stations under Section 37(3) of the Local Authorities Election Act (LAEA) had passed. No 
bylaw was presented at that meeting. Instead, following discussion, Council directed Administration to submit a letter 
to the Minister of Municipal Affairs requesting an extension to allow the MD to proceed with the bylaw after the 
legislated deadline. 
 
Approval was received on August 8, 2025, via Ministerial Order No MDSD064-25, permitting the MD to proceed with 
a bylaw designating voting stations despite the missed deadline. 
 
A draft of Bylaw 2025-11 was then reviewed at the August 13, 2025, Committee of the Whole Meeting, where Council 
had the opportunity to review and discuss the content in detail. As a result of that discussion, Council passed a 
motion to bring the bylaw forward for consideration and all required readings at the August 14, 2025, Regular Council 
Meeting. 
 
While Section 36 of the LAEA permits the Returning Officer, if authorized by Council, to divide the municipality into 
voting subdivisions and designate a voting station for each, this approach restricts voters to casting their ballot at the 
station assigned to their specific subdivision. In rural municipalities like ours, where geography and transportation can 
be barriers, this may limit voter accessibility. 
 
In contrast, Section 37(3) allows Council to designate voting stations by bylaw, enabling greater flexibility for voters. 
Instead of being restricted to one location based on a subdivision boundary, eligible electors can vote at any 
designated voting station, improving access and encouraging turnout.

• Reduces confusion by eliminating voting subdivision boundaries. 
• Strengthens public communication and election planning efforts.

• Without a bylaw, the MD would be required to use voting subdivisions under Section 36, which limits 
flexibility and could reduce voter participation. 

• Delaying the readings could shorten the election preparation window. 
 
STRATEGIC ALIGNMENT: 
Aligns with the Ministerial Order and the Local Authorities Election Act.  
 
FINANCIAL IMPLICATION: 
Minimal. Voting stations will be required regardless of designation method. However, centralized planning through 
the bylaw may lead to more efficient resource allocation and improve service delivery to voters. 
 
OTHER CONSIDERATIONS: 
Under Section 36(1) of the LAEA, the local authority may not alter voting subdivision boundaries between the notice 
of election and election day. A bylaw avoids this complication entirely. 
 
Early clarity on voting station locations enables Administration and the Returning Officer to begin detailed planning, 
communication, and training efforts. 
 
COMMUNICATION STRATEGY: 
Upon adoption of the bylaw: 

• A public notice will be issued to inform residents of their voting station options. 
• The MD’s election webpage, social media platforms, newsletters, and public posters will share voting 

information. 
• Staff will work with local facilities and community partners to post signage and promote access to election 

information. 
• Returning Officer and Communications staff will coordinate to ensure a consistent and clear message is 

provided across all platforms.

a) The Returning Officer may designate the locations of the voting station in accordance with Section 

36 of the Local Authorities Election Act.  
 

b) The Returning Officer may designate more than one voting station for each voting subdivision and 
the location of those voting stations for that election, in accordance with Section 37 of the Local 
Authorities Election Act.  

 
2. Voting Station Locations 

a) Flatbush Community Complex (660005 HWY 44) 
b) Smith Community Complex (1029 9 ST) 
c) Municipal District of Lesser Slave River No. 124 Council Chambers (300015 Ave SE) 
d) Widewater Community Complex (72046 SOUTHSHORE DR E)

TITLE: GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE

EFFECTIVE DATE: October 24, 2002

POLICY NUMBER: K.9

1. A grievance is defined as any difference arising out of the interpretation, application,
administration or alleged violation of any policy affecting employees.

2. The time limits specified in the policy shall not include Saturdays, Sundays and named holidays.
Time is of the essence, although the time limits may be extended by the consent of both factions
(employer and griever) in writing.

3. The purpose of the grievance provisions is to ensure that any grievance is processed in an
expeditious manner; therefore, compliance with provisions is mandatory. The griever shall be
present at each step of the grievance procedure. If the employer fails to comply with the
provisions, the grievance may be processed to the next step by the griever. If the griever fails to
comply with the provisions, the grievance shall be considered abandoned. An abandoned
grievance will not prejudice employees in any future grievance of a similar nature.

4. An earnest effort shall be made to settle grievances fairly and promptly in the manner hereafter
described.

5. If the employer has made a decision to terminate an employee, this decision shall be deemed as
final and there shall be no grievance procedure allowed. An employee disagreeing with a
decision of termination have recourse through the Courts if they so choose.

STEP I:

The griever will first seed to settle the dispute with his/her immediate supervisor in writing within sever (7)
days following the date of the occurrence giving rise to the grievance or the date of grievance. The
supervisor shall have only two (2) days in which to respond to the grievance in written form.

STEP II:

Failing satisfactory settlement, and within seven (7) days after the response in Step 1 from the
supervisor, the grievance may be submitted to the Municipal Administrator or his delegate by either
faction involved in the grievance.

The grievance shall be in writing and must include a statement of the following:

I) The name(s) of the aggrieved;
ii) The nature of the grievance and the circumstances out of which it arose;
iii) The remedy or correction the employer is asked to make; and
iv) The section(s) where the policy is claimed to be violated.

A meeting between the parties shall take place, with the decision of the Municipal Administrator being
rendered in writing within two (2) days from the receipt of the submission at this step.

STEP Ill:

Failing settlement at Step II, and within seven (7) days after receipt of the written response from the
Municipal Administrator in Step II, the grievance may be submitted to Council at an “in-camera” session
in writing as aforementioned, by either faction involved in the grievance.

The Council shall hear the matter within thirty (30) days and will advise the grieving party within three (3)
days of their decision. Council’s decision is final and binding upon all parties.

In the instance of a grievance initiated by a supervisor, Step II shall be eliminated from the procedure; in
the instance of a grievance being initiated by the Municipal Administrator (or employees directly under the
supervision of the Municipal Administrator), Steps II and Ill shall be eliminated. Grievances arising in
departments that do not have supervisors shall also begin at Step II.

TITLE: SPECIAL LEAVE

EFFECTIVE DATE: January 1, 2007

POLICY NUMBER: K.19

1. An employee who requires time off from work may be granted Special Leave days without loss of pay
upon approval by the Manager. The Manager will determine the maximum number of Special Leave
days that can be taken per occurrence (see Clause 3 below). The circumstances under which
special leave may be approved are subject to the “Leave Without Pay” policy. The maximum Special
Leave shall not exceed ten (10) working days per calendar year.

2. For purposes of determining eligibility for Special Leave under #1, the following provisions shall apply:

a. Bereavement - leave of absence will be granted in the event of the death of a member of the
employee’s immediate family. Additional bereavement leave may be approved by the
Municipal Manager when ten days Special Leave have already been utilized within a calendar
year.

b. Administration of estate shall apply only when an employee has been designated as an
executor or administrator of the estate.

c. Disaster conditions shall apply for a critical condition which requires an employee’s personal
attention in a disaster (fire, flood, tornado) which cannot be served by others or attended to by
the employee at a time when he is normally off duty.

d. Specialist appointments shall apply for appointments not available in trading area for the
employee or a dependent family member. Only one half day (1/2) is allowed per occurrence
with the other halt day to be taken as Casual Sickness. Specialist appointments require a
medical certificate.

3. The Manager has allocated the maximums for the following Special Leave Days:

Attend Funeral - 1 day if member of employee’s immediate or extended family

- 2 hour maximum if not member of employee’s family

Moving Household — 1 day for local move

- 2 days for Provincial inbound employees

Natural Disaster (act of God) — 2 days

Court Duty — as required by the Court

Birth/Adoption — 1 day

Administration of Estate — 2 days
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Lesser Slave River

Bereavement — 5 days

Family Illness — 4 days

Specialist Appointments — 8 - ½ days (other 1/2 day to be taken as Casual Sickness)

If no remaining Family Illness or Specialist Days are left, Casual Sickness days are to be used.
Should all Casual Sickness days be exhausted, time off in lieu of overtime, vacation or leave without
pay shall be used.

Permanent Part-Time Employees

1. The provisions of this policy for Permanent Part-Time Employees shall be pro-rated according to
their normal work schedule. Unless the normal work schedule will change significantly in the new
calendar year, the total hours worked by the employee in the prior year shall be used to pro-rate
the number of Special Leave days.

TITLE: WORKERS COMPENSATION

EFFECTIVE DATE: January 1, 1995

POLICY NUMBER: K.21

This policy is applicable to both salary and wage employees.

1. In accordance with the Worker’s Compensation Act, when an employee sustains an injury in the
course of his duties with the Municipal District, the employee and his supervisor shall report the injury
to a senior official at the place of work. The senior official shall record the date, time and nature of
the injury on a form to be signed by the injured employee. If the injury causes the employee to be
absent from work, the employee and the employer shall complete the required forms for Worker’s
Compensation.

2. An employee who is injured on the job during working hours and who is required to leave the job site
for treatment, or is sent home as a result of such accident or injury, shall not suffer loss of pay for that
day’s work, regardless of the time of injury.

3. An employee who receives Worker’s Compensation benefits and who at the commencement of
absence from work is participating in the MD Group Alberta Health Care Insurance Program, the MD
Extended Medical Benefits Plan, the Municipal District Group Life Insurance Plan or the Municipal
District Group Dental Plan shall continue to be covered under these plans throughout the period the
employee is receiving Worker’s Compensation benefits. Premium contributions shall continue to be
paid by the employer and employee.

TITLE: CONDUCT OF MUNICIPAL DISTRICT EMPLOYEES

EFFECTIVE DATE: October 24, 2007

POLICY NUMBER: K.27

PURPOSE

This policy provides a guideline to the standard of conduct and ethical behavior, which is expected of all
Municipal District employees, which include, for purposes of this policy, persons employed on a
contractual basis.

POLICY STATEMENT

1. ACCOUNTABILITY

a. Municipal District employees are accountable for the quality of their advice, for carrying out their
assigned duties and for achieving Council policy and program objectives within the framework of
law, prevailing constraints, and the limits of the authority and resources at their disposal.

b. Municipal District employees are accountable on a day-to-day basis for their own actions.

c. Municipal District employees also have a responsibility to report any violation of the law to the
appropriate authorities.

2. SERVICE TO THE PUBLIC

a. Municipal District employees shall provide service to the public in a manner which is courteous,
equitable, efficient and effective.

b. Municipal District employees shall be sensitive and responsive to the changing needs, wishes and
rights of the public while respecting the legal and constitutional framework within which service to
the public is provided.

c. To promote excellence in public service, Municipal District employees have a responsibility to
maintain and improve their own competence and to assist in enhancing the competence of their
colleagues.

3. THE PUBLIC INTEREST

a. Municipal District employees shall resolve any conflict between their personal or private interests
and their official duties in favor of the public interest.

b. Municipal District employees shall seek to serve the public interest by upholding both the letter
and the spirit of the law.

4. POLITICAL NEUTRALITY

a. Municipal District employees shall be sensitive to the political process and the concept of political
neutrality.

b. It is the responsibility of public employees to provide forthright and objective advice to, and carry
out the directions of, Council.

c. Municipal District employees have a duty to carry out Council decisions loyally, irrespective of the
party or persons in power and irrespective of their personal opinions.

5. POLITICAL RIGHTS

a. Municipal District employees shall enjoy the fullest possible measure of political right that is
compatible with laws, regulations and conventions designed to preserve the political neutrality of
the Municipal District administration.

b. Municipal District employees have a responsibility to avoid participation in Municipal District
politics that is likely to impair the political neutrality of the Municipal District administration or the
perception of that neutrality. In return, Municipal District employees shall not be compelled to
engage in Municipal District political activities or be subjected to threats or discrimination for
refusing to engage in such activities.

c. Municipal District employees shall not express their personal views on matters of political
controversy or on government policy or administration when such comments are likely to impair
public confidence in the objective and efficient performance of their duties.

d. It is the responsibility of Municipal District employees to seek approval from the appropriate
governmental authority whenever they are uncertain as to the legality or propriety of expressing
their personal views.

6. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

a. Municipal District employees shall not engage in any business or transaction or have any financial
or other personal interest that is, or may appear to be, incompatible with the performance of their
official duties.

b. Municipal District employees shall not, in the performance of their official duties, seek personal or
private gain by granting preferential treatment in any persons.

c. Municipal District employees shall not solicit nor, unless duly authorized, accept transfers of
economic value from persons with whom they have contact in their official capacity.

d. Municipal District employees shall not use, or permit the use of, Municipal District property of any
kind for activities not associated with the performance of their official duties, unless they are
authorized to do so.

e. Municipal District employees shall not seek or obtain personal or private gain from the use of
information acquired during the course of their official duties which is not generally available to the
public.

7. CONFIDENTIALITY

a. Municipal District employees shall not disclose to any member of the public, either orally or in
writing, any secret or confidential information acquired by virtue of their official position.

b. Within the bounds of law and propriety, Municipal District employees shall be sensitive and
responsive to the needs of the public, the news media and Councilors for information on and
explanation of the content and administration of Municipal District policies and programs.

8. DISCRIMINATION AND HARASSMENT

a. All Municipal District employees have a duty to treat members of the public and one another fairly
and to ensure that their work environment is free from discrimination and harassment.

9. ADMINISTRATION

a. The Chief Administrative Officer will administer this policy and will issue instructions as
necessary for its implementation.

b. Where a matter concerns the Chief Administrative Officer, Council will administer the policy and
will issue instructions as necessary.
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10. CONFLICT

a. Any questions regarding the interpretation or application of this policy are to be directed to the
Chief Administrative Officer.

b. Where a matter concerns the Chief Administrative Officer, the Reeve shall be notified so the
matter can be resolved by Council.

11. PENALTIES AND CONSEQUENCES

a. Municipal District employees who do not comply with any provisions of this policy may be subject
to disciplinary action, up to and including dismissal.

BACKGROUND: 
 
This existing parcel of land has been identified as a property that requires subdividing to provide economic and 
development opportunities in the Hamlet of Smith.   
 
Administration has revisited this concept and is recommending a phased approach to minimize planning and 
engineering costs which is expanded in the next section. (Figure 1.0) 
 
Future development will require realignment of the access road to align with the existing water and sewage 
infrastructure which can be facilitated with the MD and a respective developer. A meeting took place with Alberta 
Transportation on July 30th, they are open to the realignment of the existing approach to the south, as long as the 
existing one is decommissioned.  There will need to be a new approach (upon approval) that connects to Alberta 
Transportation Road Highway 2A allowance to facilitate the new planned partitioned subdivision of these lands, both 
water and sewer lines would be below this new established road allowance.  The cost of the new approach will be an 
MD expense to allow this subdivision development to proceed as planned. 
 
In addition, Alberta Transportation made a formal request that additional setbacks be provided for future road 
expansion based on the anticipated Smith bridge reconstruction along Highway 2A.   
 
 
BENEFITS/RISKS: 
 
Subdividing this property will provide multiple housing opportunities to the residents of Smith, as well as adding tax 
base to the MD with respective new development. 
 
There will be additional costs including legal survey, planning, and engineering are anticipated to be $50,000 - this 
includes an environmental site assessment (ESA), geotechnical investigation, site grade design, infrastructure/roads 
assessment, and permit applications to various regulatory agencies.   
 
 
These anticipated costs could be covered by respective buyers and/or developers who purchase lots in a prorated

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2.0 OVERVIEW OF SITE 
The MD of Lesser Slave River currently owns two parcels within the Hamlet of Smith, located adjacent to Highway 
2A and northwest of the Smith Community Complex and Arena. The total area of both parcels is approximately 

6.33 acres. The MD is considering subdividing these parcels to create additional development opportunities. This 
memo provides a high-level overview of the pros and cons associated with subdividing these lots, along with 
potential planning and development considerations moving forward.

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2.1 SITE ANALYSIS:

• Current Zoning: RS Residential Serviced 

• There are four existing dwellings, and two existing lots. The lot boundary appears to transect two of the 

dwellings.  

• There are two existing accesses to Highway 2A, and a water and sewer line within a 10 metre utility right-

of-way.  

• Future development will require realignment of the access roads and additional water and sewage 

infrastructure to be installed. 

• A new approach will need to be built (upon approval) that connects into the Alberta Transportation road 

allowance to facilitate the subdivision of these lots. The cost of the new approach will be an MD expense 
to facilitate this subdivision development.  

2.2 OPTION 1: LEAVE LOTS AS-IS 
The first option available to the MD is to simply leave the lots as-is and attempt to dispose of the properties in 
their current configuration.

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Pros 

• The primary pro of this approach is that it requires no additional administrative investigation or effort. 

The lots could be placed on the market and sold to interested purchasers.  

• The MD would not have to negotiate with Alberta Transportation for the purchase of land to 

accommodate anticipated upgrades to Highway 2A. 

• The current size of existing lots would provide a developer with flexibility for internal layout and design 

of development.  

• If sold to a single property owner, entering into a Development Agreement for infrastructure upgrades 

and other improvements may be more straightforward for the MD than a multi-lot subdivision with 

multiple property owners. 

Cons 

• Existing structures on the parcels may complicate the sale of one or both lots, as development currently 

extends across both properties. A developer may not wish to retain these structures and would incur 

demolition costs.  

• Alternatively, a purchaser may wish to retain the existing properties on site and additional development 

may not occur. Single, larger parcel sales may slow redevelopment.  

• Impending upgrades to Highway 2A may complicate the sale of properties and add complexity to the 

negotiation process for Alberta Transportation. Highway adjacency will reduce the overall development 

envelope (i.e. new buildings must be 40 m from the right-of-way), which may depress bid prices. 
 

2.3 OPTION 2: SUBDIVIDE LOTS PRIOR TO DISPOSITION 
A second option available to the MD is to subdivide the lots and dispose of them in phases. This aligns with the 
MD’s overall position that subdividing these parcels will create economic and development opportunities within 

the Hamlet of Smith. Previous work completed by WSP to create a conceptual layout indicated that planning 
and preliminary engineering work was cost prohibitive. Taking a phased approach may minimize planning and 
engineering costs.  

Six total phases have been identified for subdividing these lots, beginning with the disposition of the ‘Phase 1’ 

property (see below), as the property is in good condition and could be auctioned off. The ‘Phase 3’ parcel would 
be sold to the highest bidder for new residential housing development. Other subdivided parcels would be 
retained by the MD for use as temporary housing for seasonal staff, with upgrades to structures required.  
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Pros 

• A phased approach would allow the MD to incrementally dispose of lots and be more alive to emerging 

market conditions, with planning and engineering costs spread out over time. The MD could auction 
‘Phase 1’ quickly and wait to see market uptake and adjust subsequent lot prices accordingly.  

• Proceeds from the sale of lots could be utilized to complete upgrades to existing properties that the MD 

intends to use for temporary staff housing.   

• Pre-subdividing the parcels may make acquisition more attractive to potential developers, as legal survey 

and registration costs would be incurred by the MD. This also allows the MD to retain or reserve lots for 
future municipal uses. 

• Additional water and sewer infrastructure upgrades required to support development could be shared 

between the MD and potential developers via off-site levies or staged payments through a Development 

Agreement. 

Cons 

• Upgrades to Highway 2A and Alberta Transportation’s preference to negotiate with the MD for land 

acquisition may complicate the auction of Phase 1 and retention of the Phase 4 lot. Depending on land 

requirements, the proposed configuration for the Phase 3 lot may also need to be revisited.

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• The MD will need to build a new approach that connects into the Alberta Transportation road allowance 

to facilitate the planned subdivision of these lots; it may also be prudent to complete underground 
infrastructure improvements (i.e. water, sewer) at this time as well, potentially resulting in significant up 
front costs.  

• Professional fees for completing a Plan of Subdivision vary but may range from $15,000 to $40,000 (or 

more) depending on site conditions, the existing utility right-of-way, crew travel, and so forth.  

• Retaining and upgrading existing structures for temporary staff accommodations creates some long-

term liability for the MD in that they would become a property manager/landlord, as well as complete 
necessary upgrades and maintenance over time.  

• The MD may wish to revisit the subdivision configuration and phasing strategy it is considering in light 

of Alberta Transportation preferences. Professional fees for developing a new concept plan could range 
from $10,000 to $20,000 (or more), depending on level of detail and analysis. Examining recent market 
and development trends in the MD and typical lot configurations is recommended. The MD would also 

need to circulate the proposed subdivision to Alberta Transportation. 

• Subdivision criteria within the Land Use Bylaw specify that geotech and other technical studies may 

need to be completed prior to subdivision, potentially adding costs.  

• Subdivision approval is open to third-party appeal, which may create additional risks or delays for the 

MD.  

2.4 PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS 
The largest complicating factor for subdivision and disposition of these lots is the impending Alberta 
Transportation upgrades to Highway 2A. Depending on the timing of construction, the MD may wish to enter 
into negotiations with Alberta Transportation to determine the extent of land they require for highway upgrades 
and then proceed with the subdivision and disposition process. This would delay the disposition process but 

provide potential purchasers with more certainty and ease the negotiation process for Alberta Transportation.  

Prior to initiating the subdivision process, we recommend revisiting the layout and phasing strategy that is under 
consideration. Examining other recent subdivisions in the MD to determine typical lot sizes and configurations 
may determine that other lot layout configurations should be considered (e.g. larger or smaller parcels). In 
addition, it may also be worthwhile to engage contractors to complete estimates for what upgrades may be 

required to properties the MD is considering retaining.  

The MD may wish to consider if adding more lots would gain additional benefits. The Residential Serviced zone 
has a minimum parcel area of 465 square metres, and a minimum width of 15 metres; it appears to be possible 
to add more lots than proposed. Creating more lots might generate more revenue from lot sales in the short-

term and tax revenue in the long-term but may increase the financial risk (particularly if there is higher demand 
for larger lot sizes). More lots would help add more housing units in the MD, but greater density may elicit 
resistance from residents.   

Proactively seeking out developers that may be interested in these properties may also be beneficial, as the MD 
could seek input from on final subdivision concept layout and eventual Plan of Subdivision.  

Based on our experience completing similar work, we estimate professional fees for planning and subdivision 

work to range from approximately $25,000 to $60,000 (or more). It is also important to factor in the cost of the 
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roadway access and realignment, water and sewer utility upgrades, engineering technical studies, and other 
servicing costs that may be required as well.

Background 
At the June 25th regular council meeting, Administration briefed council on the events that led to the rerouting of 
approximately 537 vehicles to Old Smith Highway (OSH). The OSH was never built to handle that volume of traffic 
particularly during a rainstorm. The report recognized the efforts of first responders and Alberta Transportation to 
quickly respond to an emergency, but also the confusion in how to effectively communicate amongst agencies to 
ensure consistent messaging. This inconsistency in messaging resulted in significant damage to the road (estimated 
to be around $20,000). Council directed Administration to send a prepared letter to Alberta Transportation and 
Economic Corridors (ATEC) requesting that they cost share the expenses with the MD as the damage was not 
caused by MD residents, establish clear communication channels when these events happen, and brainstorm ideas 
to better use signage and other forms of communication to prevent this from happening again.  
 
On July 10th, Administration received the attached letter in response. The letter denies any responsibility to cost 
share for the repairs. Furthermore, it claims that its only responsibility is to assist with flagging in the event of an 
emergency, and that they have no enforcement ability. It does not acknowledge the MD’s request to meet and 
discuss possibilities to improve operations, response or communications in future events, other than to say that the 
MD is welcome to purchase and maintain signage on their own.   
 
Issues 
The letter still leaves all three issues mentioned above unresolved:  

• The repairs have been completed on the Old Smith Hwy, and total $18,488.43 in real costs. There are also 
internal costs of our trucking, and grader maintenance which would bring the actual total to $43,970.93. 

• There is no effective communication process in place to effectively interact with outside agencies during 
future emergencies 

• There is no physical means such as signage to ensure that the travelling public are made aware of 
emergency situations and appropriate detours so that drivers can pre-plan an alternate route before being 
rerouted at the incident site.

Recommendation(s) 
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Analysis 
Regardless of which organization they are affiliated with, both ATEC and the municipality serve ratepayers. It is our 
responsibility to cooperate and communicate effectively. In the interest of furthering this relationship, Administration is 
recommending that the repair costs be absorbed within the operating budget. However, a response should be sent, 
requesting that the local representatives of each organization sit down with first responders to come to, and establish 
a formal protocol for how they communicate during future emergencies. It should also include the mutual benefit for 
both organizations of installing electronic signage at the roadside pull out between Highway 2/Highway 2A and 
Highway 2/Highway 44 intersections. Other counties have employed this technology with great success. The sign 
below is currently near the intersection of Highway 63 and Highway 5 near Grassland. In the event of a road closure, 
traffic is notified in time to find an alternate route.  
 
If these efforts are not successful, council can raise the issue with the Minister of Transportation and Economic 
Corridors.  
 
Next Steps 
 
Administration will draft a response letter to ATEC, requesting the meeting described above, and keep council 
apprised of the progress. Further research will be done on the cost of installing signage at the truck pull out, so that it 
can be brought forward at budget time.  
 
Administration recommends requesting a meeting with the Minister of Transportation and Economic Corridors at the 
Rural Municipalities of Alberta Conference in November. Regardless of how the communication is received by ATEC, 
council will likely have topics to discuss with the minister at this time. If communications are still being rebuffed by 
ATEC, then Council can use the opportunity to discuss them with the minister.

Background 
Administration has been working towards the replacement of a culvert on the Ranch Road for several years now. The  
culvert is at the Southeast end of Ranch Road near the Highway 2 intersection and has completely separated in the 
center and needs to be replaced. In 2024, the MD engaged MPA Engineering to complete the hydrology, design, 
tender preparation and construction supervision of the project. The project is complicated by the presence of hills on 
either side of the culvert and very steep side slopes that will make the excavation challenging. The engineer has 
proposed a “benched” excavation to ensure safety during construction.  
 
Construction was originally expected to start in early July, but was delays providing the proper ECO and Traffic 
Accommodation Plans and weather, meant that construction did not start until the second week of August. Provided 
that there are no major weather delays, they should finish within 20 days, before the start of the new school year. In 
the meantime traffic will be detoured through the Forestview and Fish Creek Roads.  
 
The hydrology determined what Administration already suspected, that the culvert needed to be a bridge size culvert 
to accommodate the frequent fluctuations in water levels at this site. Once the new culvert is constructed it will be 
reregistered in the BIMs system with Alberta Transportation and Economic Corridors and eligible for the Strategic 
Transportation and Infrastructure Program funding in the future. 
 
Issues 
The original budget for this project was $300,000 and was funded by funds received through the Local Government 
Fiscal Framework program. Unfortunately uncertainty around steel and fuel prices combined with the benched 
excavation meant that the project bids were slightly higher than expected and on May 14th Council approved a 
budget increase of $130,689 to come from the Transportation Capital Reserve. To date the project is expected to be 
completed on time and within the new budget total of $430,689.

Background 
This Report to Council is to give an update on various projects the Utilities Department has been working on recently, 
following Council’s direction. The Report will cover the following: 
a) Bulk Water Stations Feedback 
b) Mitsue Meter Vault Upgrades 
c) Mitsue Raw Water – Emergency Operations Repairs 
d) Widewater Water Connection Requests 
 
Bulk Water Stations Feedback 
Issues: 
There have not been many complaints regarding the restriction of non-residential users at the remote bulk water 
stations.  If anything, the residential users are happy to not have the non-residential users out there.  We have had 
some customers contact Administration as to the need for a monthly fee as many are Recreational/Seasonal Users, 
and Administration informs them the monthly fee is to put in reserve for future maintenance or upgrades. 
 
Interests 
The Bulk Stations service a multitude of different user groups as described in the Utilities Accounts Policy.  The user 
groups also differ depending on the location of the Bulk Water Station.  Marten Beach is mostly 
Recreational/Seasonal users with some Residential. And Flatbush is largely Commercial Agricultural with the rest 
being Residential.  Due to the difference in user groups, water consumption fluctuates seasonally in both remote 
locations. 
 
Alternatives 
a) We waive any monthly fees and do not have that extra money going into a reserve account for future upgrades or 
maintenance.  This could impact future funding if some infrastructure needs replacing or repair.  
b) We keep it as it is, with a nominal monthly fee of $22.40 to put into a reserve account for future use. 
c) We can increase the fee to help with cost recovery for the Remote Bulk Water Stations (trucking costs).  
 
Analysis 
So far, on the administrative side, the new way of doing things will work better as a whole for the MDLSR billing etc. 
as it is ever evolving. When the monthly fee is questioned, it is explained and the rational shines through.

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Next Steps 
On September 1st, we are going to go live with the online payment portal, so people will be able to pay for their water 
usage and account fees online.  We will also be implementing the utilities account application forms online as well, so 
they will be able to apply and pay all in one place. 
 
Mitsue Meter Vault Upgrades 
Issues: 
The meter vaults in Mitsue are all reading, except for two.  We are working collaboratively with both companies to fix 
this.  The first company has a new meter on order, and it should arrive soon.  The second company is working to get 
down into the vault to get a size and serial number to either order a new meter or try to reconnect is to get it to 
read.  The second company sends a picture to the Accounts Receivable each month of their total m3 used.  
 
Interests: 
The impact of non-reading meters has been mainly to do with accuracy in billing and total usage.  If the meter is not 
reading correctly, then the user can either be over or under-billed as the usage is estimated by pipe flow rates.  
 
Alternatives: 
a) Continue as we are, with some vaults working and some not.  Basing usage on estimates.  
b) Make sure all meter vaults are working correctly to ensure accuracy in usage and trend tracking. 
 
Analysis: 
We are well on our way to total compliance and with all industry buying in, it shouldn't take long. The stakeholders 
have been very easy to deal with in this regard. 
 
Next Steps: 
Having the meters installed and reading correctly. Once this is completed, we will be in 100% compliance in the 
Mitsue area.   
 
Mitsue Raw Water – Emergency Operations Repairs 
Issues: 
In June, the 14” equalization pipe on the filtered cell plugged off. Not allowing any water from the cell. This is 
essentially choking off the distribution system.  Due to this, the Water Plant is running at a reduced capacity as we 
are working towards repairing the pipe.  
 
At this time, the 18000m3 pond has been drained and is currently under repair. The issue was located and removed. 
A new section has been built and is being installed. 
 
Motion from Council to proceed with the repair costs: 
 
MOTION 265-25 
Moved by Deputy Reeve McCann that Council direct Administration to do emergency repairs at the Mitsue Industrial 
Park in the budget amount of $260,000 to be funded from the Building & Facilities Reserve Account #6-31-02-00-
760.          CARRIED 
 
Interests: 
This reduced capacity affects all the Mitsue Industrial Area Stakeholders who use MD water.  In turn, this affects not 
only the rate of production by the Stakeholders but also fire suppression in case of an emergency.  
 
Alternatives: 
Pushing a new pipe was one alternative. This comes at a higher cost and a similar repair time. We tried to avoid this 
option unless necessary.   
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Analysis: 
As of August 6, we are on target to meet the projected deadline for repairs to the Mitsue Water Plant. As well as 
coming in under budget. 
 
Next Steps: 
Filling the pond and ensuring everything is operating as it should. Put the system back in normal operation then 
thoroughly flush the lines.  The entire process should be completed by the end of August. 
 
Widewater Water Connection Requests 
Issues:  
No real issues with the implementation of our new Policy/Procedure. We have had a rate payer suggesting the 
standards we are requesting are too high. He was assured that these are based on the General Municipal Servicing 
Standards. 
 
 
Interests: 
Several rate payers have now used our new policy form and gone through it with Administration. Suggesting it to be a 
very easy to follow and streamlined process 
 
Alternatives: 
a) The MD could take on all service installations at an exorbitant cost 
B) The MD could lower its standards by leaving itself open for costly repairs and possible litigation in the future  
 
Analysis: 
The new policy and procedure for the most part has been well received, showing it’s easy to understand and follow. 
Bringing us up to today’s standards and allows us to do so heading into the future  
 
Next Steps:
