BYLAW 2020-11

WHEREAS the Municipal Government Act provides that a Council of a municipality may pass
bylaws respecting the safety, health and welfare of people and the protection of people and
property;

AND WHEREAS the Municipal Government Act provides that a Council of a municipality may pass
bylaws respecting people, activities and things in, on or near a public place or place that is open
to the public;

AND WHEREAS the Council of the Municipal District of Lesser Slave River deems it advisable and
in the public interest to regulate special events within the boundaries of the Municipal District of
Lesser Slave River;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of Municipal District of Lesser Slave River in the Province of
Alberta, duly assembled, hereby enacts as follows:

1.0 TITLE

1.1 This Bylaw may be cited as the Municipal District of Lesser Slave River No. 124 "Special
Events Bylaw".

2.0 DEFINITIONS

2.1 "Control Officer" means any Community Peace Officer and Bylaw Enforcement Officer
employed by the Municipality, any municipal employee designated by the Chief
Administrative Officer for the purposes of this bylaw, and any member of the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police;

2.2 "Licence" means a licence issued by the Chief Administrative Officer authorizing a
special event to take place within the Municipality;

2.3 "Licensee" means a person named on a Licence issued pursuant to this Bylaw;
2.4 "Municipality" means the Municipal District of Lesser Slave River;
2.5 "Person" includes a corporation and the heirs, executors, administrators or other legal

representatives of a person; and

2.6 "Special event" means any public or private event, gathering, celebration, concert,
festival, competition, contest, exposition or similar type of activity, held indoors, outdoors
or a combination of both, which has an expected attendance of more than 300 people,
including promoters, staff personnel and entertainers, and includes but is not limited to
the following events: festivals, fairs, concerts, dances, rodeos, circuses, trade shows,
expositions, exhibitions and competitions.

3.0 GENERAL PROHIBITION
31 A person shall not operate, maintain, conduct or advertise a special event in the
Municipality unless they hold a valid and subsisting Licence for that special event and

then only in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Licence issued.

3.2 A special event does not include the following:

3.2.1 an eventon lands owned or controlled by the Municipality that is either hosted by
the Municipality or has been authorized by the Municipality pursuant to the terms
of a lease, license or facility rental agreement;

3.2.2 an event on lands owned or controlled by a local school board; and

3.2.3 an event for which a development permit has been issued under the Municipal
bistrict of Lesser Slave River Land Use Bylaw, as amended, to allow for incidental
gatherings or events as contempiated in the permit.

LICENCE APPLICATION

Application for a Licence to conduct a special event shall be made to the Chief
Administrative Officer, in writing, at least ninety {90) days prior to the proposed date of
the special event and shall be accompanied by a non-refundable application fee of $75.00
{plus GST) and shall contain the following information:

the name, email address, residence and mailing address with the phone number
or numbers of the person making such application as well as proof, in a form
satisfactory to the Chief Administrative Officer;

ifthe application is made by a partnership, the name and addresses of the partners
shall also appear;

where the applicant is an incorporated company, the application shall be signed
by at least two directors of the incorporated company and shall contain the
address of such corporate directors and shall have attached a certified copy of the
Certificate of Incorporation;

a written statement outlining the specific nature, kind, character, and type of
special event which the applicant is seeking a Licence;

the municipal address and legal description of the property where the proposed
special event is to be held;

proof of ownership of the place where the special avent is to be held or a written
document signed hy the owner of the property indicating their consent that the
property be used for the proposed special event;

the date or dates and the hours during which the proposed special event is to be
held;

an estimate of the number of customers, spectators, participants, and other
persons expected to attend the special event for each day it is proposed to be
held;

proof, in a form satisfactory to the Chief Administrative Officer, that the applicant
has adequate financial means to carry out the special event, including any
conditions that may be imposed on the License being applied for;

the Chief Administrative Officer may, in hus/her discretion, require the applicant
to provide a letter of credit, in an amount deemed appropriate given the nature
of the proposed event, as security;

4.1.11 a detailed written explanation of the applicant's plans to provide public safety,
security and fire protection, water supplies and facilities, sewage and drainage
facilities, food supplies and facilities, sanitation facilities, first aid facilities and
services, vehicle parking spaces, vehicle access, policing and on site traffic control
and ifitis proposed or expected that spectators or participants will remain at night
or overnight, the arrangements for camping or similar activities and illuminating
the property. The applicant's plans shall include what provisions will be made for
numbers of spectators in excess of the estimate, provisions for the clean-up of the
property and provisions for the removal of waste after the special event has
concluded;

4.1.12 the applicant shall include a site plan that clearly indicates the arrangement of all
facilities associated with the proposed special event, including but not limited to
those for parking and event ingress and egress;

4.1.13 a written statement outlining the details of any licensing request that the
applicant has made or intends to make to the Alberta Gaming and Commission
where the applicant is planning to have alcohol at the proposed special event;

4.1.14 proof, in a form satisfactory to the Chief Administrative Officer, that the
application has general and host liquor liability insurance for the proposed Special
event in an amount of not less than five million doHars ($5,000,000), covering
public liahility for all personal injury and property damage that may occur by
reason of the operation of the special event, and naming the Municipal District as
an additional named insured; and

4.1.15 anything else reasonably required by the Chief Administrative Officer to process
the application.

A special event shall be deemed to have an expected attendance of more than 300
people when:

4.2.1 theeventisto be held in a venue with an occupancy of more than 300 people;
4.2.2 the event invalves the printing or sale of more than 300 tickets or invitations; or

4.2.3 any advertising for the event implies that attendance at the event will be more
than 300 people. .

The Chief Administrative Officer shall not issue a Licence pursuant to this Bylaw unless
the Chief Administrative Officer is satisfied that the applicant meets all of the conditions
and requirements set out in this Bylaw.

The Chief Administrative Officer may, in his/her discretion, modify or waive any
requirement of Section 4.1 that certain information be provided on an application for
a Licence or exempt a specific special event from the requirement to obtain a Licence
where, in the opinion of the Chief Administrative Officer, to do so would be in the public
interest.

Functions or events the Chief Administrative Officer may exempt from the requirement
to obtain a Licence include but are not fimited to private social functions such as family
reunions and weddings, non-profit private parties/events and community hall or public
facility based events and celebrations that are non-commercial in nature,

Prior to issuing a Licence the Chief Administrative Officer may consult with and obtain
relevant and material information from the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, Alberta
Health Services, the Alberta Gaming, Liquor and Cannabis, any department of the
Muntcipality or any other agency which, in the opinion of the Chief Administrative
Officer, may assist in determining whether or not issuing a Licence for a particular
special event is appropriate in the circumstances.

If a special event to which a Licence has been issued is of a recurring nature, the Chief
Administrative Officer may, in his/her discretion, renew the Licence for that special
event on any terms or conditions the Chief Administrative Officer deems appropriate.

The Chief Administrative Officer may refuse to issue or renew a Licence and may
suspend or cancel a Licence for the following reasons:

4.8.1 the applicant or Licensee does not or no longer meets the requirements of this
Bylaw with respect to the Licence applied for or held;

4.8.2 the applicant or Licensee or any of its officers or employees furnishes false
information or misreprasents any fact or circumstance to a Control Officer or the
Chief Administrative Officer;

4.8.3 the applicant has, in the opinion of the Chief Administrative Officer based on
_reasonable grounds, contravened this Bylaw whether or not the contravention has
been prosecuted; or

4.8.4 the special event, in the opinion of the Chief Administrative Officer based on
reasonable grounds, is in the public interest to do so.

LICENCE CONDITIONS
A License is not transferrable.

It is a deemed condition of every Licence that the Licensee shall, at their sole expense
and to the satisfaction of the Municipality:

5.2.1 ensure that the appropriate insurance associated with the special event remains
in full force and effect;

5.2.2 comply with all terms and conditions specified on the Licence; and
5.2.3 comply with all relevant Federal, Provincial and Municipal laws in effect.

PENALTIES & FINES

Any person who operates, maintains, conducts or advertises a special event in the
Municipality without having a valid and subsisting Licence for the special event; or having
obtained a Licence, fails to comply with any term or condition set out in this Bylaw or
specified on the Licence; or obstructs or hinders any other person in the exercise or
performance of that person's powers or duties pursuant to this Bylaw; is guilty of an
offence for which the specified penalties are as follows:

6.1.1 $2,500 for a first offence;

6.1.2 55,000 for a second offence within a year of a first offence;

6.1.3 510,000 for a third offence within a year of a second offence; and

6.1.4 each day that a contravention of this Bylaw has occurred may be considered a
separate offence.

A notice or form commeonly called a Municipal Violation Tag having printed wording
approved by the Municipal District may be issued by a Peace Officer to any person alleged
to have contravened this Bylaw. The said notice shall specify the accused offence and
require payment of the specified penalty within 14 days to the Municipal District.

The specified penalty indicated in a Municipal Violation Ticket may be paid in lieu of
prosecution.

Notwithstanding section 6.2, a Provincial Viclation Ticket may be issued for contravention
of this Bylaw, specifying the penalty as indicated in Section 6.1 or requiring an

appearance in court without the option of making a voluntary payment.

The validity and interpretation of this bylaw and of each clause or part is to be governed
by the laws of the Province of Alberta. '

PROOF OF LICENCE OR EXEMPTION

The onus of proving that a person has a valid and subsisting Licence is on the person
alleging the existence of the Licence on a balance of probabilities,

The onus of proving that a person is exempt from the provisions of this Bylaw requiring
a Licence is on the person alleging the exemption on a balance of probabilities.

DELEGATION OF POWERS

Without restricting any other power, duty or function granted by this Bylaw, the Chief
Administrative Officer may:

8.1.1 carry out whatever inspections are reasonably required to determine compliance
with this Bylaw;

8.1.2 take any steps or carry out any actions required to enforce this Bylaw;

8.1.3 take any steps or carry out any actions required to remedy a contravention of this
Bylaw;

8.1.4 establish forms for the purposes of this Bylaw;

8.1.5 refuse to issue a Licence with or without terms and conditions as deemed
appropriate and acting reasonably; and

8.1.6 delegate any powers, duties or functions under this Bylaw to an employee of the
Municipality.

OTHER PERMITS AND APPROVALS

Nothing in this Bylaw relieves any person from any requirement to obtain any license,
permit or approval under any other Bylaw of the Municipality or any provincial or
federal statute or regulation.
