BYLAW 2004-20

OF THE MUNICIPAL DISTRICT OF LESSER SLAVE RIVER NO. 124

Being a Bylaw to amend Bylaw 2004-12 of the
Municipal District of {.asser Slave River No. 124

WHEREAS a municipality may pass a borrowing bylaw pursuant to ss. 251 and 258 of the
Municipal Government Act, R.S.A. 2000, c. M-26, as amended;

AND WHEREAS, the Council of the Municipal District of Lesser Slave River No. 124 (the
Municipality) passed Bylaw 2004-12 in order to authorize a borrowing for the purpose of the
construction of the Southshore Wastewater System;

AND WHEREAS, at the time that Bylaw 2004-12 was passed the Municipality contemplated
that funds equivalent to the borrowing would be collected from ratepayers by way of local
improvement tax;

AND WHEREAS, the Municipality now deems it advisable to collect such amounts from
ratepayers by way of service connection charges pursuant to Part 3, Division 3 of the Municipal
Government Act, R.S.A. 2000, c.M-26, as amended, including s. 38 thereof;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Municipality, duly assembled, hereby enacts as follows:

1. Bylaw 2004-12 of the Municipal District of Lesser Slave River No. 124, is hereby
amended, as follows:

a. The first paragraph of the preamble to Bylaw 2004-12, referring to section
263 of the Municipal Government Act, is hereby deleted and replaced with
the following:

i. “Whereas the Council of the Municipality has decided to issue a bylaw
pursuant to Part 3, Division 3 of Municipal Government Act, to
authorize the Municipality to construct service connections to the
Southshore Wastewater System construction project.”

b. Paragraph 2 of Bylaw 2004-12 is hereby deleted and replaced with the
following:

ii. “The amount of one million, five hundred sixteen thousand, nine
hundred and twenty nine dollars ($1,516,829.00) plus interest
thereon is to be repaid by the Municipality at large from general
revenues of the Municipality and three million, two hundred
thousand dollars ($3,200,000.00) plus interest thereon is to be
collected. by way of service connection charges authorized by
the Municipality’s service connection bylaw related to the
Southshore Wastewater construction project.
